• The loop failure was imminent due to damage to the loop wire insulation.  The stiff grout 
and lack of the protective sleeve pipe was going to cause loop failure in the near future at 
this site based on the observations we made at this site while replacing the PAT frame.   

• The loop was installed by the contractor’s and state’s preferred method which is square 
style with drilled corners and drilled at the joints with some slack left in the cables at these 
locations.  The wire was held down in slot with 2 inch pieces of backer rod and slot filled 
with Stat-a-Flex. 
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• The old loop joint hole was corrected using rubber in the joint and Ebond G-100 (left over
